APPROVAL OF AGENDA

Motion was made at 9:12 a.m. by Commissioner Wada to approve the agenda and was seconded by
Commissioner Pen. With no further changes, the agenda was unanimously approved.

APPROVAL OF MARCH 19, 2016 MINUTES

Motion was made at 9:13 a.m. by Commissioner Dickinson to approve the March 19, 2016 meeting
minutes and was seconded by Commissioner Vue. With no further changes, the minutes were
unanimously approved.

POLICY MANUAL UPDATES

Chair Tufono made a motion to update the names reflected in the Commission’s Administrative Policies
and was seconded by Commissioner Wada with an amendment to include the Chair. With no further
amendments, the policy was unanimously approved.

1% Vice Chair Dickinson made a motion to approve the Project Proposal Policy for internal Commission
projects and was seconded by Commissioner Wada with an amendment to change 2.30 to 2.40 in section
2.50. With no further amendments, the policy was unanimously approved.

e Background and History of COFA
o Special treaty with the Republic of the Marshall Islands, the Republic of Palau, and the
Federated States of Micronesia
o Welfare Reform Act in 1996 excluded COFA migrants from receiving Medicaid and
other federal programs
e Background of CANN



Board members are from the Micronesian community based in Salem and the
organization is culture-driven
Advocated for Governor to declare the 3 week in August as Micronesian Day in Oregon
Efforts are focused on how to change policies for people specifically from COFA nations
CANN has done advocacy work for the last three years
CANN has three major legislative achievements regarding driver’s licenses and access to
healthcare
o CANN’s work:
o Passed healthcare bill that provides premium assistance program in 2016
o $9 (federal) to every $1(state) match from federal government through Affordable Care
Act
o Starting in 2016, COFA Islanders can start enrolling — have community
navigators/ambassadors to share information about how to enroll for program
o Program costs the state $1.8 million
e Loyd Henion — how to help communities in Washington
o Background of how he became involved with the COFA community in Oregon
o Ways to help COFA communities in Washington access healthcare
o Encourage the Commission to partner with National Association of Atomic Veterans
(chapter in Bremerton)
o Issue: COFA islanders cannot serve as law enforcement officers
e Implementation of HB 4071 (Oregon):
o Eligible recipients must submit receipts each month for reimbursement
o Department of Consumer and Business Services in Oregon is administering the premium
assistance program
o Have four community navigators helping people enroll for health insurance
o Next step is looking at policy changes to include dental coverage — they will be
conducting a study next year to explore legislative

History of Hawaiians in the PNW

e Hawaiians settled in Washington during the late 1830s
e There are places in Oregon and Washington that are named after places in Hawaii

Ke Kukui Foundation

¢ Organize and host the 3 Days of Aloha in the PNW Festival and over 10,000 people attend each
year
e Programs: Cultural workshops, Ke Kukui Foundation garden, hula classes, etc.

o Approach includes community-based engagement, collective impact work, and health-
focused policies and services

IMMIGRATION CONSEQUENCES AT DOC

Enoka Herat, Washington Defender Association’s Immigration Project

e ICE Detainers
o ICE collaborates with local law enforcement, jails & courts to maximize apprehension
and deportation of all noncitizens
o Majority of Washington counties now do not honor ICE holds
e Advocacy at DOC
o Challenge the use of ICE holds
o Create a new classification — low priority ICE holds
o Create a way to appeal an ICE hold classification
o Challenge the use of ICE holds being used to bar employment

Peter See, Formerly Incarcerated Group Healing Together (FIGHT)

o Newest core member of FIGHT, previously incarcerated

e Re-entry challenges: work permit delays

e \Working to create an awareness group in Tacoma

e Impacts many SE Asian communities

e Work with APIs who are incarcerated

e Thanked CAPAA for support of Clallam Bay API Cultural Awareness Group

How can the Commission support FIGHT?

e Support efforts to promote ethnic studies in correctional facilities

e  Guest speakers to visit correctional facilities

e Resources

e Donation of materials to support API cultural awareness — contact managers at each facility to
coordinate delivery

How does FIGHT connect with API community members in prison?

e Primarily word of mouth
e Held arecent three day convening

How can CAPAA support advocacy around ICE related issues?

o Educate Department of Corrections about different levels of ICE holds
e Support for policy changes that positively impact immigrant offenders
